
1. The total number of languages (90) is lower than the total of first translations and new translations and revisions (91) because one language has a first 
Old Testament portion and a revised New Testament.  2. The number of languages with new translations and revisions (43) is lower than the total number 
of Bibles, New Testaments, Portions and Study Editions (46) because three languages each received translations in two of these categories. 
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
